177 STUDENTS SCORED ABOVE 90% MARKS IN THE ICSE
EXAMINATIONS, 2005 WITH THE TOPPER, MANISH SINGH
RATHORE FROM CMS, ALIGANJ, SCORING 97.40%. Out of the
1790 students who appeared in the exam, 1591 students
passed in high Ist division and 900 passed with honours.

In the past 15 years, a total of 13,250 students have
appeared for ICSE (Class 10) Examinations, out of which
12,214 (Every 9 out of 10 appeared) have secured high 1st
Divisions.

135 Students have scored above 90% marks in the ISC
Examinations 2005 with the topper Mayank Kumar Singh of
CMS, Kanpur Road, bagging 96.75%. Out of the 1536
students who appeared in the Examination 1443 students
passed in Ist division and 889 students secured honours
marks.
